b. WASSAIL

· Useful to build a question pool
· Private space on server

· Adv. pre/post- test assign certain question for each but relevant to courses

· Must have strategy going into it to use to its full potential 

· Create a question you can assign a category and add a personal tag to it

· Endless range of data if you use a lot of questions

· By default there are no questions on evaluating librarians teaching or performance however they can add it

· Adv. of the gains analysis-

· Intro Screen-Welcome to WASSAIL -can it be changed?–YES!

· It seems WASSAIL favor Firefox? Librarians (who setup survey)-need to use Firefox, but users (students answering)can use any medium

· Is it possible to show average or individual grades? Not now…but will be a feature added a year from now
